Pre-Requisites: This program is designed to help Scouts complete the requirements of the Oceanography Badge. Before this program, Boy Scouts should research and complete the following prerequisites, which will be reviewed during workshop:

1) Name four branches of oceanography

2) Define salinity, temperature, and density

3) Describe the characteristics of ocean waves

4) Draw a cross-section of underwater topography

5) List the main salts, gases, and nutrients in seawater

6) Describe some of the biologically important properties of seawater

7) Describe four methods that marine scientists use to investigate the ocean

Badges: Each Scout must turn in a completed Blue Cards to their Mote instructor.  Upon completion of the workshop, each Scout will complete a 500-word report about their visit to Mote Marine Laboratory.  Troop Leaders will mail all completed reports to Mote Marine Laboratory, Attn:  Director, Center for School and Public Programs. We will sign the Blue Cards and mail them back to your Troop.
