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Mote Field Trip Programs
Mote’s Field Trips offer many opportunities and experiences to discover!  
The programs are designed to reach out to the community, specifically schools and various youth groups, to inspire and connect people to the sea.

Laboratory Programs

Minimum:  15 participants 
Maximum:  30 participants 
Chaperones Required:  1 per 5

Offered:  Monday – Saturday 
Cost:  $12 per participant with 1 chaperone free for every 5 participants  
Grades K-2:  Become a Scientist

Using microscopes, hydrometers, scales, rulers, and other scientific equipment, students will investigate what it is truly like to be a scientist.  

Grades 3-5:  Planet H2O

Discover the world of water through hands-on explorations, simulations, and activities focused on the water cycle and its components (precipitation, percolation, evaporation, transpiration, and condensation).  
Grades 6-8:  Spineless Sea

Through a squid dissection and taxonomic classification activities, participants will learn about marine invertebrates and proper dissection techniques.
Grades 9-Adult:  The Shark Lady and Beyond:  Mote’s Research through the Years
Learn about Mote history, including the “Shark Lady,” along with current and future marine research.  Depending upon specimen availability, participants will also perform a marine animal dissection.

Grades K-5:  Habitat Hoopla

Grades 1-8:  Snorkeling Workshop

Bring your snorkel, mask, and fins to learn the basics of snorkeling.  Be prepared to get wet!

Grades 6-Adult:  Mote Field Sampling Techniques

Use scientific equipment such as seine nets, core samplers, and dip nets, to discover what lives in the grassflats and under the sand in Sarasota Bay.

Grades K-2:  Our Dolphin Neighbors

Hands-on activities and role playing will help students discover what scientists are learning about our dolphin neighbors in Sarasota Bay.
Grades 3-5:  Angelfish to Zebra Sharks:  All About Fish
Through storytelling and preserved shark specimens, students will explore what makes a fish a fish and what makes certain fish unique.  
Grades 6-8:  Rescue, Rehab and Release
Students will learn what it takes to care for sick, injured, and orphaned animals.  Highlights include true stories from Mote's Dolphin, Whale, and Sea Turtle Rehabilitation hospitals.  

Grades 9-12:  Turtle Tech
Using simulations from the educational resource www.seaturtle.org, students and teachers will learn about the technological tools necessary to conduct oceanic research in this interactive class.
